Some Americans have started wearing safety pins to show solidarity with groups who feel frightened by Trump's election. The small symbol is a way for many to essentially take a stand against racism, sexism and xenophobia. The idea takes inspiration from a British movement in the aftermath of Brexit, which was The United Kingdom's withdrawal from the European Union. After the Brexit vote, some people started wearing safety pins in a show of solidarity with refugees and immigrants. Now Americans have adopted the symbol as way to declare themselves as an ally to groups including minorities, women, and LGBTQ (Dailymail.co.uk).

*Some believe that this symbol is a great idea for showing unity in the United States during a difficult time of cultural understanding. Others believe that wearing pins is just a way for non-minorities to feel better about themselves after the results of the election due to low voting rates and the high number of non-minorities voting for a figure head that many say is a person endorsed by cultural hatred.
